We would like to inform you about a fantastic opportunity that will be provided for the GCSE year 11 students 
over the next few weeks.

2) Thursday 13 November: Whole day textiles workshop.  This will be a day of developing creative skills, 
starting a project which can be included as part of their coursework and inform the preparation for 
the textile smock assessment.  They will be taken out of their usual lessons, but we believe it is a vital 
and beneficial opportunity. 
 

Please can we ask you to give consent for your child to participate in the class. There will be a £12 charge to 
cover the materials the students will use.  Please can you give consent and make payment online via 
ParentPay.
